Urinary Tract Infections
Criteria for antibiotic initiation
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In Males:

Acute pain, swelling, or
tenderness of the testes,
epididymis, or prostate

Fewver:
=  Single oral temperature *38.3°C (=101°F) OR
= Repeated oral temperatures >38°C (100.4°F) or rectal temperatures >___"C{__ "FIOR
=  Single temperature >1.1°C [2°F) over baseline at any site [oral, tympanic, axillary)
Leukocytosis
s  Meutrophilia (>14kcells/mm’) OR
= Left shift (>8% bands or =1,500bands/mm?)
Acute change in mental status (Al must be present)
= Acute onset, fluctuating course, inattention, AMND either disorganized thinking or altered level of consciousness
=  Rule out dehydration, hypoxia and medication causes before considering infection
+ Urine culture & pyuria:
# Required for continued antibiotic therapy
» >10° greganisms (of =2 species) in non-catheterized patients or =10° grganisms in catheterized patients
= Mo repeat cultures after therapy, due 1o the prevalence of asymptomatic bacteruria in LTCF
