Adolescent Births In Tulare County

725 adolescent births occurred in Tulare County in
2014, representing 2.7% of adolescent births in the
state that year. 1.5% of CA females ages 15 — 19 lived in
Tulare County in 2014.

The adolescent birth rate has decreased 48.7% since
2004; the state decreased 46.7% over the same period.

81.9% of adolescent births in Tulare County were to
mothers who reported a Hispanic ethnicity. The state
average was 74.5%.

1.7% of adolescent births in Tulare County were to
mothers who reported an African American race. The
state average was 7.1%.

75.6% of adolescent births in Tulare County occurred in
areas of concentrated poverty. The state average was
56.2%.
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
